PREPARATION

The surface which is to be treated must be clean bare wood and dry to the touch. Then moisture content of the
wood should not exceed 18% RH. Oiled, waxed and/or decayed wood should be thoroughly cleaned with Bona
Deep Clean Solution prior to applying new oil and lightly sanded if required.

New installed wood decking must not be treated immediately after installation but must first be exposed to
several weeks of weathering. This makes the wood porous and absorbent for the Bona Decking Qil.

Optimal application conditions are between 18 - 25° C. High temperature and low humidity shortens the drying
time, low temperature and high humidity prolongs the drying time. Minimum temperature for use is 13° C. Do not
apply if rain is expected within the next 24 hours.

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APPLICATION

1. Stir the can well before and occasionally during application.

2. Apply 1-2 coats of the oil evenly and thinly using a wide brush or other suitable applicator. Allow a minimum
30 - 60 minutes between applications, depending upon the site conditions

3. When the decking is saturated, wipe off all surplus oil with a Bona Qil Cloth or a cotton cloth. The most
efficient way to achieve this on decking is using a low-speed buffing machine, such as a Bona FlexiSand.

4. Allow at least 24 hours drying time before taking the decking into use. Avoid foot traffic during this time. If it
rains on the decking before the oil has hardened, it may be necessary to re-apply a thin layer of oil. This can

be achieved using a Bona Oil Cloth under a red pad and adding oil to the centre hole.

Drying time (at 20° C / 60 % RH): 24 hours, expect a longer drying time on exotic wood and at low temperatures
and/or high relative humidity.

MAINTENANCE

Preventative maintenance such as cutting back overhanging plants, removal of leaves, maintenance of furniture,
etc. will extend the life of coated decking whilst keeping the appearance as good as possible.

Rinse decking occasionally with soap and water. Avoid scrubbing and harsh detergents as these will remove oll
from the surface. If the treated surface starts to show signs of wear i.e., a lighter, dryer appearance then it is
possible to apply an additional layer of Bona Decking Oil to improve the surface and extend the life before a full re-
application is required. ldeally the surface should be given a maintenance application every few years. Grey and/or
decayed wood should be thoroughly cleansed with Bona Deep Clean Solution prior to re-oiling.
